  Lake District car parks can get a bit chocker during 
the holiday season yet the Sorento proved easier 
than expected to leave. Reverse camera and  
beepers all round make it surprisingly easy to  
manoeuvre in tight spots. 
  But the best example was at the foot of Haystacks 
near Buttermere because the car park was full.    
  There was a slot but it was on a steeply angled 
verge next to a menacing drystone wall. With  
Sorento all that was required was a flick of the  
diff-lock switch and the wonderful SUV managed a 
quick spot of off-roading into the space – brilliant.   
Score three for the holiday transport. 
  New Sorento is a truly awesome car in every  
respect. The new look is fantastic, the fit and finish 
superb and the specification stupendous. It’s not 
only an amazing vehicle for your holidays but the 
rest of the year too. 
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
